» When you see the word “know” in the Authorized (King James) Version Bible, it is a
nice way of saying that they wanted to have sexual encounters with the angels.

(Jeremiah 50:40, 49:18, prophecy concerning Babylon)

Church in his book: The Two Babylons.

» Even as Sodom and Gomorrha, and the cities about them in like manner, giving themselves
over to fornication, and going after strange flesh, are set forth for an example, suffering the
vengeance of eternal fire.
